                                 JR. HIGH P.E. PROCEDURES, RULES, AND GRADING POLICY
PROCEDURES:

1. Enter the locker room through the outside door on the left side of the gym.

2. Everyone has 10 minutes after the tardy bell rings to dress out and get in roll call order.

3. Attendance will be called inside the dressing room.

4. After attendance we will go as a group over to the high school gym or to another designated spot for warm-up.

RULES:

1. All students are required to dress out and participate each day.  Students who do not dress out will have to participate in their school clothes.

2. Profanity (cursing/foul language), horseplay, fighting or any other behavioral problems will not be tolerated.

3. Food, drinks, and gum are not allowed.

4. Jewelry is safest if it is locked up in your locker and not worn during class.

5. All notes have to be cleared through the school Nurse before coming to P.E. class.
GRADES:

1. 100 everyday you dress out (fully) and participate.

2. 50 if you do not dress out but participate.

3. 0 if you do not dress out or participate.

4. Appropriate points will be deducted if the student is not fully dressed or not participating.
Fully dressed means an appropriate t-shirt (not worn to school), appropriate shorts (not worn to school) and tennis shoes.  Flip flops and boots are not allowed.
Overall grade will be made up of 75% daily grade and 25% test grade.

Skills will be taught for each unit and a skills test will be given at the end of each unit.
A writing assignment will be given for non-participation.
Excessive non-compliance with rules and procedures will result in a parent call/email and/or an office referral.
Exceptions:  If a student has a Dr.’s note and cannot participate then they will need to dress out and an alternative assignment will be given for a daily grade.   
Students are encouraged to shower at the end of class.  They need to provide their own towel and soap.
