Kindergarten Information

· First Day Line-Up – Students will line up in the Kindergarten hallway on the red tile next to their teacher’s door.  They will be allowed to enter the classroom when directed to do so by their teacher.  If you are planning on walking your child in the building the first day, please park along the practice football field fence.  Sometimes our little ones like you coming into the building for reassurance, but we are going to be working on letting them be independent, so help us by encouraging them to walk by themselves into the building.

· Morning – The bell rings at 7:50 a.m.  You may drop your child off in front of the Kinder building.  An aide will be there to assist your child in getting out of the vehicle.  To keep the congestion at a minimum, please do not park in the driveway.  

· Breakfast – Breakfast will be served to every child free of charge.  Children who arrive late will miss breakfast.

· Attendance – Attendance is very important at Jourdanton Elementary.  Learning cannot be attained if a child is consistently absent.  If a student is absent, an excuse note should be sent with them the day they return.  Otherwise the absence is considered unexcused.  According to the Elementary Handbook:  “Students will be counted tardy if they arrive to school later than 8:00 a.m.  Four tardies in a Six Weeks period will make a student ineligible for the perfect attendance award and lunch detention will be assigned.”  Please refer to the handbook regarding the new rules on absences.

· Lunch – Lunch will be at the Junior High Cafeteria at 11:15.  We would love for you to come eat lunch with your child.  You will get a lunch menu at the beginning of each month.  If you come eat lunch, be sure to sign in at the Elementary office.

· Dismissal – Students will go home the way that you mark their registration cards unless we receive a NOTE from you.  Your child will feel more comfortable and secure if their routine is consistent.  Kinder dismissal is at about 3:20.

· Parent Pick-up – Students will be brought out of the Kinder building and will wait on the porch.  They will be picked up one at a time for their safety.  As you drive up, a teacher will place your child in the back seat of your vehicle.  Remember to seat belt your child in before getting onto the road.  ***PLEASE DO NOT GET OUT OF YOUR VEHICLE TO PICK UP YOUR CHILD.  REMAIN IN LINE AND IN YOUR VEHICLE.  We will work together to dismiss your child as fast as we can.  This is for the safety of the teachers and the students.  ***A reminder that traffic along La Parita Road will be One-Way in the morning and in the afternoon to relieve congestion.  Thank you in advance for following these procedures.

· Check-Out and Sign-In Procedures – We work at keeping your child safe while at school so it is important for you to sign in at the office anytime you come to the school.  At that time, you will receive a visitor’s pass.  This helps our staff keep track of people in the buildings.  Also, when picking your child up for any reason during the day, you must sign your child out at the office first.  The office will then buzz your child’s classroom and they will be sent to the office.  If you bring your child back to school, please sign them back in at the office.  It lets us keep account of the students if they are here or not.

· Medicine – You may send medicine to school for your child.  It should be in the original container with instructions on how much medicine the nurse should give your child.  All medicine is locked in her office.  If your child is allergic to medicine, please report that on my information form.

· Clothing – We know that accidents sometimes happen.  Please send an extra change of clothes with your child to keep at school in case of emergency.  Girls are to wear shorts under their dresses.  Please refer to the student handbook for more information on the Dress Code.

· Spirals – Your child will need to purchase an Agenda notebook to be sold here at school, which is where behavior is recorded, homework is completed, and where your child’s teacher might write notes.  Parents may also write any notes or questions they might have for their child’s teacher.  It is important that this spiral be checked every night.  We will be checking these binders daily as well.  

· Homework – Homework is assigned to reinforce what we work on during our day.  Homework is for your child to do in order to help him/her improve on the skills learned in class. 

· Report Cards – Your child will bring home a report card on the Friday after the reporting period.  Please review your child’s progress over the Six Weeks.  Each six weeks will be marked in a different color.  After you review it, sign it and send it back with your child on the following Monday.

· Field Trips – We will be taking a Field Trip(s) during the year that is in relation to what we are studying.  These trips will be on your monthly calendar and we would like the students to wear their class T-Shirts on this day.

· SMILE Aide – We have an aide that comes in for about 90 minutes a day to assist the students with their work.

· Student and Bus Riders Handbooks – Please read the booklet carefully.  Sign them and return the designated page to show that you received the booklet and understand the contents.
