Science is a hands-on laboratory class.  You will be doing many laboratory activities which require the use of hazardous chemicals.  Safety in the lab is the #1 priority for students, teachers, and parents.  To ensure a safe science classroom, a list of rules has been developed and provided to you in this student safety contract.  These rules must be followed at all times.  Failure to do so will result in removal from the lab and a failing grade.


Two copies of the contract are provided.  One copy must be signed by both you and a parent or guardian before you can participate in the lab.  The second copy will be kept in your folder/notebook as a constant reminder of the safety rules.


1.
Follow all written and verbal instructions carefully.

· If you do not understand a direction or part of a procedure, ask the instructor before proceeding.

· Perform only those experiments authorized by the instructor.  

2.
Do not eat food, drink beverages, or chew gum in the lab.

3.
Never fool around in the lab.

· Horseplay, practical jokes, and pranks are dangerous and prohibited.

4.
Observe good housekeeping practices.

· Work areas should be kept clean and tidy at all times.  Follow disposal procedures.

· Bring only your instructions, worksheets and pens to the work area.  Other materials should be stored in the classroom area.

5.
Know the locations and operating procedures of all safety equipment.

· Be able to locate and use the first aid kit, eyewash station, safety shower, fire extinguisher, and fire blanket.

· Know where the fire alarm and the exits are located.

· Know where the emergency cut off valves for the gas, water, and electricity are and how to access them.

Wear protective gear as instructed.

· Goggles must be secured to cover your eyes.

· Gloves and aprons will be worn when required.

· No open toed shoes, short pants or skirts may be worn in the lab.

LABORATORY PROCEDURES 2006-07

Following is a list of procedures that we will follow in the laboratory.  Keep this in your folder/notebook and bring to lab.

Proper dress:

· Closed-toe shoes are required.

· Long hair must be tied back.  Dangling jewelry must be tucked in a shirt or removed.  Baggy jackets must be left in the classroom.  Long sleeves will be rolled up.

· Any time chemicals, heat or glassware are used, you will wear goggles secured to your face with a strap so that your eyes are protected.

· Lab aprons and gloves will be worn when needed.

Entering the lab area:

· Walk quietly to your lab station with your paper and pen.

· Send one person in the partnership to gather goggles and aprons if needed.

· Do not touch any equipment, chemicals or other materials in the lab until you are instructed to do so.

Doing the lab procedure:

· Labels and equipment instructions must be read carefully before use.

· Set up and use the prescribed apparatus as directed in the laboratory instructions or by your instructor.

· Do not wander around the room, distract other students, or interfere with the work of others.

· Experiments must be personally monitored at all times.

Gathering materials:

· Only one member of the partnership may leave the station at a time.

· Quickly retrieve materials from its central location and return to the station.

· If a line exists in front of a balance, wait at your station until there is room.  Do not crowd around any area.

Cleaning up your lab station:

· Clean all work surfaces and apparatus at the end of the experiment.

· Return all equipment clean (and dry) and in working order to the proper storage area.

· Wash your hands with soap and water.

Waste Disposal

· Do not put any chemical in the sink unless the instructor approves it. Sinks are to be used only for water and those solutions designated by the instructor.

· Burned matches and wood splints will be placed in the crock not the trash.

· Solid chemicals, metals, filter paper, and all other insoluble materials are to be disposed of in the proper waste containers, not the sink.

· Check the label of all waste containers twice before adding your chemical waste to the container.

Handling chemicals:

· All chemicals in the lab are to be considered dangerous.  Do not touch, taste, or smell any chemicals unless specifically instructed to do so.  

· Check the label on chemical bottles twice before removing any of the contents.  Take only as much as you need.

· Never return unused chemicals to their original containers.  Use the waste container provided.

· Always recap the container you used.  Do not leave a scoop or pipet inside the container.

Accidents and injuries:

· Report any accident (spill, breakage, etc.) or injury (cut, burn, etc.) to the instructor immediately, no matter how trivial it may appear.

Chemical spills and splashes:

· Inform the instructor immediately of a chemical spill or splash.

· If the splash is on your skin, immediately flush the area with running water from the sink or safety shower for 20 minutes.

· If your eyes are affected, immediately flush with running water from the eyewash.

· Go to the nurse.

Handling glassware:

· Examine glassware before each use.  Never use chipped or cracked glassware.  Take it to the instructor for replacement.

· Never use dirty glassware.  Inform the instructor that the period before you did not clean up properly and then wash the glassware.

· Never handle broken glass with your bare hands.  Use a brush and dustpan to clean up broken glass.  Place broken glass in the designated glass disposal container.

· Do not immerse hot glassware in cold water; it may shatter.

Using the Bunsen burner:

· Light the match first, then turn on the gas to light the burner.

· To shut off the burner, turn off the gas.

· Use extreme caution when using the burner.  Take care that hair, clothing and hands are a safe distance from the flames at all times.  Do not put any substance into the flame unless specifically instructed to do so.  Never reach over an exposed flame.

· Never leave a lit burner unattended.

· Take off rubber gloves when using the burner.

Electrical equipment:

· Report damaged (frayed cords, exposed wires, loose connections, etc.) electrical equipment immediately.  Do not use.

· Grasp the plug, not the cord to remove a plug from the electrical socket.
